ACRS staff members are from
the same ethnic communities, speak
the same language and share some of
the same cultural traditions—they
bring all that to the table when helping
clients improve their lives,” Byun said.

For example, behavioral health
counselors combine acupuncture and
meditation along with medication,
when appropriate, to help people
struggling with mental illness.

“This is why I support ACRS—
because they know how to reach
people and help them succeed,” said
Mitch.

Faces of Community, Masks of
Tradition will allow ACRS to continue
to help over 19,000 people by raising
funds for all its programs. Bid $400

Recently we partnered with the Asian American Justice Center in
Washington D.C. in a project which produced a demographic profile
called “A Community of Contrasts: Asian Americans and Pacific Islanders
in the United States.” The report revealed important information about
Asian Americans and Pacific Islanders (AAPIs) in both established and emerging AAPI communities,
including our own, around the nation.

The report revealed that the AAPI population is among the fastest growing groups in the
country and in our state. Here in King County and Seattle, AAPIs are the largest racial minority
at 15% of the total population in both places. ACRS has had clients from as far away as Spokane
to the east, Bellingham to the north, and Vancouver to the south, and serves 20% of the entire
AAPI population in Seattle. We are also active statewide and nationally in a variety of partnerships.

We now serve over 19,000 people annually, and anticipate continued growth. Since moving
to our current leased facility in the late nineties, the number of clients we serve overall has
grown by over 45%, and the number of children and youth we serve has grown by over 400%.

The new facility we are building and will own in the Rainier Valley will enable us to keep
pace with our community’s rapid growth. At 82,000 square feet, with four levels including
underground parking, the new building will allow for both program expansion and development
of new services and activities. Our new home will be more accessible to our community since
it will be located on the light rail line, have a bus stop in front of the site and easy access to
freeway exits. Most important, it will give us the space we need to continue our mission: to
serve as our community’s safety net of critical and cutting-edge services in thirty languages.

Through public and private grants, as well as early contributions from current and former
ACRS board and staff members, as well as community supporters, we have raised to date nearly
$11 million of the $19.1 million needed for our new home. With your help, we will get to our
finish line by 2008, when the new building will open. We begin construction in September this
year, and look forward to celebrating with you at a special groundbreaking ceremony on October
10. ACRS is on the move, responding to the needs of our dynamic and growing community.

Your support over the years has made our work possible. We rely on your continued support
for our programs through events like our annual dinner/auction event: “Faces of Community,
Masks of Tradition” on Oct. 21, 5:30 at the Sheraton in downtown Seattle. Come and enjoy
dinner and an entertaining evening with good company, for a great cause. Thank you for all

Asian Pacific Islander Coalition Continues to Organize,
Fight Anti-Immigrant Efforts

There is no summer break for
activists, especially those with the
Asian Pacific Islander Coalition
(APIC). While its most visible event
is the annual Asian Pacific American
(APA) Legislative Day;, it works year-
round to keep up with national
legislation affecting the APA
community, to learn and strategize
about emerging local issues, and to
plan for the next lobbying day in
Olympia, Tues., Feb. 13, 2007.

“Immigrants and refugees continue
to be vulnerable to unjust public policy
proposals,” says ACRS Executive
Director and APIC of King County
Chair Diane Narasaki. “We see this
on the national level with the on-going
debate over immigration and national
security, and we see this on the state
level with efforts like the failed

ACRS staff, including Jocelyn Lui and Michael Byun, marched along with hundreds
of Asian Pacific Americans to show how the immigration debate affects the APA

community.

Initiative 946 [which
would have required
government employees
to verify the identity and
immigration status of
every applicant for
public assistance, and report
immigration violations, making failure
to report a misdemeanor].”

Through regular email alerts and
monthly meetings, APIC of King
County informs concerned community
members about the developments of
these debates and identifies
opportunities to voice concerns to
elected officials.

“It's important to remain organized
so that we are able to act quickly and
strategically,” Diane says. While these
different proposals take on different
shapes, the common core is limiting
the rights and access to assistance for
immigrants, refugees, communities of
color and low-income communities.

APIC organizers anticipate that
similar challenges await them during
the legislative session in 2007.

“Since next year is a biennial
budget session, the Governor and state
legislature will be setting the tone for
the next two years,” Diane says. “It’s
an important time for our community
to talk to our legislators and our
Governor about what’s important to
us and what should be funded [in
terms of services].

Last session’s victories in protecting
mental health funding; restoring
assistance to elders; providing health
care coverage for immigrant children;
protecting the civil rights of lesbians,
gays, bisexuals and transgender people;
increasing funding for job training and
English classes for refugees and
immigrants—those are all thanks to
people’s persistent advocacy. We need
to continue making our voices heard,
SO we can create a more just and more
compassionate society.”

ACRS Vocational Services Lead People to Promising Future

A couple of years ago, Robert
Calixterio was spinning his wheels.
In his early twenties and having
worked in retail off and on during
school, he had been unemployed for
Over one year.

“I was without direction. I didn’t
know what I wanted to do,” says
Robert, now an agency associate at
Safeco.

“I tried everything. I tried the
Employment Guide. I tried going store
to store to apply for a [retail] position.
I used my personal network,” Robert

says, but he couldn’t get a
break.

Then, in a window in
the International District,
he saw a sign advertising
free job training and
placement assistance
through Asian Counseling
and Referral Service’s
Vocational Program.

“It can be very tough to
find a good-paying job for
people without a lot of
experience, without a
college degree,” said ACRS
Vocational Case Manager
Sam Him. “When they are
young like Robert, they may
not have a lot of experience.
They do not have the skills
to compete. They may be
able to get an $8 per hour
job, but not one that pays
a livable wage.”

Sam adds that while
Robert has excellent
English skills and financial
support from his family,
many other clients he sees
lack English proficiency
and education, and struggle
with child care, transportation, mental
illness, addiction, domestic violence
and other issues.

ACRS’ Vocational Program offers
job-readiness training, specialized
training in specific industries, and
supportive case management to help
people overcome barriers to finding
and keeping a job.

Robert met with Sam, who enrolled
him in Seattle Vocational Institute’s
Office Technician program, a six
month course focusing on information
processing and office administration.

Sam, who has been with ACRS for
over 12 years, checked on Robert
regularly and made sure he had what
he needed in order to complete the
program.

“Sam helped me focus. He would
say, ‘Don't lose sight.’ He was that little
voice that kept me going,” Robert says.

The Office Technician program is
an intense course, with classes Monday
through Friday, 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. for
six months, and stringent attendance
requirements. The course focuses on
computer skills, communications,
office procedures and professional
protocol. Students learn different facets
to a business, from receptionist, human
resources to finance.

“The requirements [of the
program| really made a difference,”
says Robert. “It was a job. You had to
be there at a certain time and there
were dress requirements. At college,
you could go whenever, wear whatever,
so it was hard to take it seriously.”

Robert did take it seriously and
was offered a job at Safeco, where he
had interned during the program.

“Before, I was lost,” he says. “After
[the program], it's been really steady,
working nine to five, Monday through
Friday. I can start making plans. I can
think about where I want to take this.
There are options now.”

For those who are spinning their
wheels like he was two years ago,
Robert advises: “Take this program
seriously. This is something that could
change your life. It changed mine.”
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ACRS Goes to Where the People Who Need Help Are

In every corner of King County,
the Asian Pacific American community
is growing.

And where community members
are, Asian Counseling and Referral
Service goes there to serve them. ACRS
was recently funded by two separate
government programs to take its
nationally recognized chemical
dependency and vocational services
out to neighborhoods where they can
benefit more people.

The state Division of Alcohol and
Substance Abuse contracted with
ACRS to place chemical dependency
counselors in seven of its 10
Community Service Offices (CSO) in
King County. If people initially
applying for public assistance at the
CSO indicate that they may have
alcohol or drug abuse issues, ACRS’
chemical dependency counselors are
right there to make an assessment and
refer them to treatment. If state CSO
caseworkers feel that someone already
on public assistance is having difficulty
meeting requirements, they also steer
him/her to ACRS counselors.

“It's a move to make services
available to as many people as
possible,” said Rommark Manlimos,
ACRS CSO Project Coordinator.

People who are poor already face
barriers to stabilizing their lives, such
as lack of housing, child care, reliable
transportation and liveable wage jobs
and, for many immigrants and
refugees, limited English skills.

Alcoholism or drug addiction
exacerbates these challenges.

“If people can get treatment and
support, they can start to build a better
future for themselves,” says ACRS
Behavioral Health Director Yoon Joo
Han.

“We’re very proactive. We don't
just sit in our cubicles waiting for
people to come to us,” said Rommark.
“We're out there making sure we
connect with people who may need
help.”

Rommark and ACRS chemical
dependency counselors Sousada
Thavongsa, Shino Hirada, Yvette
Ludvik and Yeong Mi Kim are at CSOs
in Renton, White Center, Kent, Rainier
Valley, Federal Way, Bellevue (serving
East King County) and Ballard (serving
North King County).

Getting a good, stable, livable wage
job is also key to building a better
future. But for many with limited
English skills or limited work
experience, this may be elusive and
they may find themselves stuck in
low-wage, dead end jobs.

Contracted by the Workforce
Development Council, ACRS
Vocational Services now has bilingual

case managers Eric Cheung, Kin-Hung
Luk and Thanh Nguyen at
WorkSource sites in downtown Seattle,
Rainier Valley and Renton.

“Because of our bilingual staff at
these WorkSource sites, we are able
to help more people from throughout
the county—especially those with
limited English skills—get on the road
to self-sufficiency, "says ACRS
Vocational Program Manager Julia
Freimund.

The $273,550 grant, from the
federal Workforce Investment Act,
increases ACRS’ training and
placement capacity as well as stalff,
thus enabling the program to serve all
King County residents facing barriers
to employment.

“Our dedicated staff help each
individual figure out their goals and
line them up with fields that are in
high demand. We're here to help them
realize their dreams and become self-
sufficient.”

National Study Reports Asian American and Pacific Islander Populations Surge in Puget Sound

While Asian Americans and Pacific
Islanders (AAPIs) are often perceived as
‘model minorities,” a new study reveals
that one of Puget Sound’s fastest growing
populations is struggling with poverty,
overcrowded housing and below average
high school completion rates. A
Community of Contrasts: Asian Americans
and Pacific Islanders in the United States
details the rapid growth of AAPIs and
examines both the contributions and the
needs of this diverse population.

ACRS conducted a local briefing in
April for the report, which is a publication
of the Asian American Justice Center and
its affiliates. AAJC’s affiliate, the Asian
Pacific American Legal Center, is the
principal researcher of the report.

The recent surge of the AAPI
community in Puget Sound is
transforming the face of the Northwest.
AAPIs now account for 15% of the county’s

total population and their numbers are
growing significantly faster than the
county’s general population. While the
total population of King County increased
by 2% from 2000 to 2004, Asian
Americans grew by 17% and Pacific
Islanders by 11%.

As illustrated in the report, the AAPI
community encompasses both those who
are able to make great economic and social
contributions and those who are the most
vulnerable of Americans. It is a community
of stark contrasts in health, education,
and economic well-being.

The report’s key findings show that:

e Asian Americans and Pacific
Islanders have above average poverty rates
in King County. Hmong, Guamanian,
Indonesian and Cambodian communities
are the poorest racial or ethnic group in
King County.

e Pacific Islanders have the lowest
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per capita income among the major racial
and ethnic groups in King County. While
the White per capita income is $33,334,
not a single AAPI group has a per capita
income above $29,000.

 Asian Americans and Pacific
Islanders have below average rates of high
school completion. And with less than a
tifth of Pacific Islander adults age 25 years
and older attaining a college degree, they
have the lowest rates of college completion
in King County.

* More than a third (37%) of Asian
Americans in King County are considered
limited English proficient which, in turn,
leads to Asian Americans experiencing
the county’s highest rates of household
linguistic isolation (over one in four
households).

“This study presents significant data
about the complex Asian American and

Pacific Islander communities in the

region,” said ACRS Executive Director
Diane Narasaki. “This information is
critical in shaping public policy around
health and human services, education
access, employment, economic
development and civil rights.”

While the Asian American (52%) and
Pacific Islander (45%) rates of
naturalization are higher than average,
this still leaves 48% of Asian Americans
and a majority of Pacific Islander foreign-
born as non-citizens and ineligible to take
part in many civic activities.

“It is clear that federal and local laws
that discriminate against residents based
on citizenship status have a

disproportionate impact on this
community. It is imperative that all
Washington legislators consider this fact
in setting policy and invest in assisting
Asian, Pacific Islander and other
immigrant communities to become
citizens,” said Karen K. Narasaki, president
and executive director, Asian American
Justice Center.
“It is noteworthy that the AAPI
community in King County is socially and
economically diverse,” said Stewart Kwoh,
executive director, Asian Pacific American
Legal Center, the principal researcher.
“The report dismantles the myth of AAPIs
as the model minority. While AAPIs are
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contributing economically to the region’s

economy and some are doing quite well,
many are really struggling.”
