ACRS to Celebrate 35 Years by Opening New Home

ACRS' new home at 3639 Martin Luther King Jr. Way S.

ACRS’ 35-year journey has gone
from Beacon Hill, to several points in
the International District and now to
Rainier Valley. Take a walk through
history with us and reminisce or learn
about each step that ACRS has taken
to get where it is today.

1973 Blaine United Methodist
Church, 24th Avenue South

ACRS is born! From the church
basement, 25 social work students and
community members volunteer to
provide mental health counseling,
information, referral and advocacy
services to 77 clients.

1974-1980 Inter*Im,
409 Maynard Avenue South
Uncle Bob Santos, then director
of Inter*Im, opens the door of his

agency so ACRS can have a small,
shared office space. During this period,
ACRS obtains 501(c)3 status, becomes
a United Way agency and hires staff.
It also expands its services to include
the Indochinese Refugee Resettlement
Project in response to the influx of
Southeast Asian refugees; a meal
voucher program for elders in the
International District; drug prevention
activities for youth; and consultation
and education services to assist other

organizations in meeting the needs of
Asian Pacific Americans.

“We had Director Henry
Takahashi, a typist and me,” recalls
Mr. Quynh Nguyen, ACRS’ first paid
counselor. “The three of us have to sit
around the table, including the
typewriter, so when we have a client,
we have to find place for counseling.
If the Inter*Im meeting room was
occupied, I would bring the client to
Koren, a small restaurant next door
for counseling with free tea.”

1981-1988 Bush Asia Center,
655 S. Jackson St.

ACRS develops what will
eventually be its Aging and Adult
Services department, including
information and assistance, senior
congregate meals and retired senior
volunteer programs. The ACRS Food
Bank opens at Bailey Gatzert
Elementary School on 12th Avenue
and Yesler Way, which later moves to

Last year, ACRS staff and volunteers served over 21,000 community

The environmentally sound building will enable us to expand
our services and provide a beautiful and healthy second home for our community, a service
center for our 21,000 clients and workplace for our volunteers and staff. Thanks to artists like
Johsel Namkung in our community, we will incorporate the transformative and healing power
of art in the building as well. With the help of supporters like you, a Kresge challenge grant
opportunity, business supporters and state and federal appropriations, we ended 2007 with $18.3
million. As of this writing in January 2008, we are at 96% of our goal and, with your help, we
will make it to 100%.

We will complete our building in May 2008 and move to our new building in June, realizing a
35 year-old dream. We will celebrate our 35th anniversary in September and hope you will join
us for a blow-out party! We will also join our sister community organizations in organizing a
statewide Asian Pacific American Summit to prepare our community for this key election year,
with voter education and empowerment and a gubernatorial candidate forum. We anticipate

that 5,000 Asian Pacific Americans throughout the state will attend.

Thank you so much for the year behind and the year ahead. All of these social services and
social justice activities are possible because of your support. We are a better, stronger, healthier
and a more just community because of you. All of us at ACRS thank you with all our hearts and
wish you the best in 2008.

ACRS Links Communities to Advocacy Efforts Year-Round

ACRS continues to be at the

forefront of advocacy efforts. Diane
Narasaki, ACRS Executive Director
and Chair of the Asian Pacific Islander
Coalition of King County, helped lead
planning for the annual Asian Pacific
American Legislative Day in Olympia
in February and the Asian Pacific
American Community Civic
Engagement Summit.

“Social justice is at the heart of
ACRS’ mission, so it'’s important that
we, as an agency, take an active role
in events that promote the interests

and needs of our clients and
community,” Diane said. “Legislative
Day and the summit are opportunities
for us to unite around the issues that
affect us and to talk directly to our
elected officials and to those who want
to be elected.”

On Feb. 14, Diane joined leaders
of other regional APICs and
organizations to address citizenship
assistance, medical interpretation
requirements, data disaggregation and
civil and human rights issues with the
Governor and state legislature. At press
time, the legislature was still in session
and no decisions had been made about
APIC’s requests.

Meanwhile, Diane and other APIC
and community leaders have already
started planning the second statewide
Asian Pacific American Community
Engagement Summit, Friday, Sept.
19,10 a.m. to 3 p.m. at the Tacoma

Exhibition Hall. Like the first one
held in 2004, this summit will feature
a gubernatorial candidate forum,
interpreted in several Asian/Pacific
languages, education and cultural
entertainment.

Over 5,000 people from all over the
state attended the 2004 summit, including
thousands of ACRS staff, volunteers and
clients. Organizers are hoping for an even
larger turn out this year.

“The candidate forum provides an
opportunity for our community
members to hear first-hand from the
candidates on the issues that concern
them, so they are able to make their
own informed choice about which
candidates could best represent them,”
said Diane.

919 S. King St. The agency also
expands to include a vocational
program helping recently arrived
refugees and seniors. ACRS opens a
satellite office in Bellevue to help the
growing Asian Pacific American
community living in the Eastside.

“My daughter Debra worked at
ACRS as a volunteer and when I went
to pick her up one day, I drove up and
down Jackson several times before 1
found it: a small unassuming office
between Maynard and Seventh,” said
the late Raymond Lew, former ACRS
board president, in a previous
interview.

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Two Retiring Statf Embody Dedication to Healing

One is ACRS' first paid counselor.
The other is the staffer with the longest
commute—from Montana. Both share
incredible expertise and passion for
healing others in culturally appropriate
ways that have kept each of them at
ACRS for over 20 years. Both are now
officially retiring—or so they say.

Mr. Quynh Nguyen retired the
first time in 1997. He started working
at ACRS in 1975, only months after
he and his family fled Vietham. As he
himself was grieving for his homeland
and navigating his new life in the U.S.,
he became ACRS'—and the
country’s—first Southeast Asian
mental health counselor.

Mr. Quynh helped the first wave
of Southeast Asian refugees cope with
the trauma they faced, but he and
ACRS realized that other agencies
working with refugees and immigrants
needed to learn about the communities
they came from, the traditions they
practiced and the beliefs they held in
order to give them appropriate
assistance. He became ACRS’
Consultation and Education Specialist

and traveled all around the country to
conduct presentations and cultural
competency trainings.

“Even though he officially retired
as an ACRS staff person in 1997, we
weren'’t quite ready to let Mr. Quynh
go completely,” said ACRS Executive
Director Diane Narasaki. Since then,
Mr. Quynh had been working on
contract, providing mental health
consultation for 10 hours a month.

“I don’t have the same style of
retirement pleasure as mainstream
Americans have, like fishing, camping
or gardening, and we don’t have the
same retirement pleasure as we have
in Vietnam, which is being around
grandchildren,” said Mr. Quynh, now
87. “Retirement for me is to participate
in many Vietnamese activities where
my expertise can be useful to them
and I myself can continue to maintain
a feeling and a spirit of worthiness.”

Dr. Bob Putsch worked with ACRS’
mental health clients, case managers
and medical staff for over 22 years.
When he moved to Boulder Creek,
Montana, over five years ago, he

changed homes but not workplaces
and commuted to ACRS one to two
days a month to keep seeing clients,
and also to work with other health
care professionals in Seattle.

“I've loved being here. The work
we do at ACRS isn’t portable. The
connectedness is here. The trust is
here with the clients and the staff.
That’s why I keep coming back,” said
Dr. Putsch.

While his official role is as a
medical internist, his colleagues and
clients—most of whom are from
Southeast Asia and suffer from post-
traumatic stress disorder—think of
him more as a storyteller, healer and
shaman.

“When I first met Dr. Putsch [17
years ago], I had a very traditional
view that a doctor is very authorita-
tive,” said ACRS Behavioral Health
Supervisor Chalin Pahn. “Dr. Putsch
isn't like that. He doesn’t dictate what
needs to be done. He asks me to share
what I think. He asks the clients to
share their stories and gets them
involved.”

Like Mr. Quynh, Dr. Putsch is a
nationally recognized leader in cross
cultural health care and is a strong
proponent for cultural competence in
order to meet the needs of community

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Recovery Center, Food Bank Meet Community’s Basic Need

Many of us were fortunate to
gather with family and friends over
the winter holidays and celebrate over
delicious meals. At ACRS, we
understand the importance of food
for fulfilling our basic physical needs,
but also our emotional ones.

ACRS staff volunteered to spend
Thanksgiving Day 2007 with members
of its ACORN Center, ACRS’ program
for people in recovery from substance
abuse. The holidays can be a difficult
time for people who struggle with
mental health and chemical addiction
issues. ACORN program coordinator
Phong Ly said, “Some of the clients
are homeless and others are
disconnected from family, so it’s
important for us to be there for them
when they really need us.”

In addition to holiday and cultural
celebrations, ACORN sponsors a
monthly family night every third
Wednesday of the month at 5:30 p.m.,
so individuals and families in recovery
can have a clean and sober
environment to share a nutritious
meal, showcase their talents and
celebrate cultural traditions.

The ACRS Food Bank is yet
another place where clients can get
Asian comfort food to feed their
families and their souls. But the shelves
at ACRS Food Bank, along with other
food pantries across the country, are
looking bare.

Most food banks rely on surpluses
from the federal commodities program,

grocery stores and individual

donations. The 2007 U.S. Conference
of Mayors Status Report on Hunger and
Homelessness found that the federal
commodities program is down by 50
percent. Because of increased
efficiency among major grocery
companies, stores are now able to place
more exact food orders, so there is
little surplus to pass on to food banks.
Discount grocery stores are also buying
up that limited surplus supply to sell
in their own stores.

Meanwhile, food prices are going
up because of the rising cost to
transport food, and because of natural
disasters that have devastated some
agricultural areas. “People are getting
sticker shock when they see how much
a bunch of carrots or a head of lettuce

costs these days,” said ACRS
Food Bank Manager Karen
Bauman. “For people who
are on fixed incomes, it’s
really hard for them to be
able to afford it so they turn
to us.”

Here are three ways to help:
Donate now to the
ACRS Food Bank instead of
waiting until summer for the
annual Walk for Rice. Your

financial contribution will
allow ACRS to purchase
enough rice, fresh produce
and tofu to distribute to
5,000 households each week.

John Malcomson, a previous
employee and long-time supporter,
has returned to the agency to help
organize and mobilize ACRS’ over 350
volunteers. John was ACRS’ first
volunteer coordinator, a position he
created as a service-learning volunteer
in 1998, with the guidance of ACRS
Deputy Director Janet Soohoo and
Administrative Services Director David
Tetsuo Beer. Nine years later, John
has returned to the agency to take on
that role once again, this time as a full-
time employee.

“ACRS has always relied on a
dedicated volunteer base to support
our direct service programs and
administrative departments,” Janet
said. “As we expand our services,
especially at our new home in Rainier
Valley later this year, volunteers will
play an even more vital role. It’s great
to have a full-time coordinator now
to make sure many more community
members can connect with our

volunteer opportunities. And it’s great
to have John back in the ACRS family
since he’s so committed to our
mission.”

John first came to ACRS through
Companis, a local organization that
matches full-time volunteer workers
for one year with nonprofit agencies
that need staffing assistance. After
having studied Asian languages and
literature during his undergraduate
career and after working in Korea for
two years, John returned to the States
with an interest in working in a
community-based organization that
served Asian populations and/or
immigrants.

“While I was in Korea, I
experienced firsthand what it was like
to be a newcomer to a country and
was grateful to the Koreans who
helped me adjust to my life there,”
said John. He also organized 20
volunteers to start an English-
language, nonprofit newspaper that

had a mission to help non-Koreans to
integrate into Korean society. He was
excited at the opportunity to join
ACRS and help the organization fulfill
its mission in serving the community
and helping immigrants adjust in their
new country.

After his Companis year with
ACRS was over, John pursued a
master’s degree in Buddhist studies.
He then worked for Community
Psychiatric Clinic where he developed
a better understanding of mental
health issues. Most recently, John
worked at the University of
Washington’s Asian Languages and
Literature department.

But even while working elsewhere,
John continued to support ACRS
through the annual Walk for Rice to
benefit the ACRS Food Bank. John has
participated for the past five years and
has raised over $1,000 each of the past
four years.

As the new Volunteer Coordinator,
John said he is excited to help college
students, professionals and retirees
find meaningful, rewarding
opportunities, whether it is conducting
mock interviews with jobseekers,
teaching citizenship classes or helping
out at ACRS’ fundraising events.

“ACRS is an amazing place, full
of caring, compassionate people
helping others. I want to help more
people to connect to that,” said John.

ACRS’ Capital Campaign at 96% of Goal!

In 2003, when ACRS started its
capital campaign, $19.1 million
seemed like climbing Mt. Rainier. But
five years later, as ACRS new home
nears completion, the summit is in
sight! To date, ACRS has raised over
$18.3 million!

Thanks to the leadership of Sen.
Patty Murray and support from many
of Washington’s Congressional
members, $490,000 was included in
the 2008 federal appropriations
budget. This brings the total federal
investment in ACRS’ new home to
over $1 million.

But individual contributions are
what will carry us all the way to the
top. At the 2007 benefit auction,
generous community members helped
make sure of that by pledging a total
of $60,000 during the “raise the roof”
portion of the auction program.

ACRS Capital Campaign Director
Elisa Del Rosario adds, “We're so close

to our goal and it’s going to take all of
us to give whatever we can to make
it. We have less than $775,000 to raise
from the community in order to release
our challenge grants from the Kresge
and Bill and Melinda Gates
foundations.”

ACRS Case Manager Sompasong
Kheohavong recalls a client with
whom Dr. Putsch and he worked:
“This man suffered from PTSD [post-
traumatic stress disorder] and was
complaining about pain in his
shoulder. Dr. Putsch was able to get
him to talk about his war experiences.
It turns out that during one battle, his
officer was injured. This client picked
up the officer and dragged him along
on his shoulder. At some point, the
officer died and the client had to leave

his body behind in order to keep
running. He continued to feel bad
about leaving his officer behind, about
not giving him a proper burial. During
different office visits, Dr. Putsch got
him to tell the story over and over
again.”

The client was able to lay that
officer to rest and release himself from
guilt and pain. Sompasong helped him
get a job and he’s been happy, stable
and employed for over nine years.

It’s their commitment to seeing
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people through painful transitions that
has kept Dr. Putsch and Mr. Quynh
coming back to ACRS. Dr. Putsch will
continue to work with ACRS by
providing quarterly trainings to mental
health staff.

And Mr. Quynh, well, he says he’s
retiring, but will keep coming back to
ACRS as long as his services are
needed. “I want to keep my connection
to ACRS where I have 33 years of
memories,” he said.
